· Course Description:

This course is designed to give the students the opportunity to practice their speaking and listening skills in English by promoting use of language through individual, pair, and small group work. Tasks oriented in problem solving activities like role-playing and debates simulate real-life situations and help fluency. Study skill topics such as time management, note taking, principles of memory, and examination preparation, will be discussed. Special attention will be given to the vocabulary building activities to reinforce the use of English language.
Course Objectives

1. To improve students' speaking skills via various in class verbal activities including preparing: narratives, group debates and discussions, oral games, role-playing, and interactions. 
2. To improve students' listening skills through various activities including listening carefully to: classmate narratives, discussions, tutor instructions within the class assigned activities or oral examinations, as well as taking notes or writing summaries of such.

3. To identify the accepted criteria for any verbal participation in class such as: selecting interesting topics or narratives, speaking loud and clear, being as spontaneous as possible. Students are strongly discouraged from memorizing their selected topics or debates.
4. To expand the students' vocabulary bank. Students will be required to learn a minimum of 200 words during the course of the semester.
5. To develop the students' thinking skills through in-class & out-of-class assignments in which they are mainly required to engage in commenting on the topics discussed in relation to concepts and/or impact on their personal views.

6. To gradually help in building their self-confidence in speaking via all of the above steps.

Course Requirements and Grading

· Since a lot of speaking on behalf of the student is required for this course, students are encouraged to abide by these guidelines : 

1. Prepare a free topic for each class discussion-meetings with the following criteria in mind:                          *Topics or narratives must be interesting – so as to draw peers' interest and attention.                                   *Presentations must be spoken loud and clear – so all listeners can follow.                                                         *Being as spontaneous as possible is a must. Students are strongly discouraged from memorizing their selected topics or debates. This step, in particular, will gradually help in building their self-confidence in speaking.
2. Students are advised to watch any English program of their choice – without reading the translation—for a minimum of 2 hours per day. This is best achieved via recording their interesting programs on tape or CD/DVD and watching it multiple times (within 3-4 days) until they understand it relatively well through knowledge of some words, on the one hand, and guessing meaning from contact, on the other hand.  Gradually this will enhance both their listening & speaking skills. 
3. For the group acting project, students are made aware of the importance of facial gestures and body language as well as the tone of voice that suits their lines.
