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Studying the Sayers doctrine, this research has focused on three
fundamentals of belief, which are: The Angels, The Holy Books And The
messengers. This was through the books which they used to infer the nine
books through displaying it, then transmitting their sayings concerning it and
analysing it, it is unequivocal that the significance of this research lies in
oppugning these sayings, studying and criticising it through displaying
whether it correspond or dissent the Holy Qur’an, Sunnah and the
predecessors of the nation.

This study consists of three chapters, that are preceded by an
introduction, preface and appended by a conclusion and indexes.

The introduction states the significance of the research subject and the
reasons that lies behind particularly choosing it, the precedent studies related
to it, the research methodologies and its limitations, then the research plan
and its terminologies.

The preface displays in details, the most important terminologies related
to the research title, which are: (the nine books and the Sayers).

Each chapter includes two parts: the first of them is all about displaying



the Sayers proofs and them inducing their doctrine through inferring the
sayings of the nine books, and the second part is about criticizing those
inferences through stating whether it correspond or dissent the Sunnis
method.
The first chapter displays the Sayers of their doctrine’s inferences in the
Angels part through three matters which are: The Almighty God’s singing —
out his words to whoever he chooses from his angels upon his will, the names
of his angles and their jobs, and meriting the angels upon prophets, then the
chapter criticizes the Sayers sayings about it.
The second chapter displays the Sayers of their doctrine’s inferences
through the Holy Books section concerning The Almighty God’s attribute of
speech matter and the matter of The Creation of Qur’an, then it criticizes in
details their sayings, a criticism that is based on legitimate proofs.
The third chapter displays the Sayers of their doctrine’s inferences about
it through the messengers’ section, it displays it in four matters which are:
The Messengers Immaculacy, their prodigies, proofing the prophecy of
prophet Muhammad peace be upon him, meriting the messengers, and last
but not least the epilogue of the messengers’ matter.
The conclusion includes the most important findings, the supreme of it
are:
1- Sayers using singulars sayings as an alibi considering all of its grades
of veracity in the treatises of doctrine which they call (divines) due to them
believing that it serves moral recurrence which serves a certitude cognizance.
2- The Multiplicity of them quoting disallowed or feeble sayings
(Hadeeths) that have no origins in the accredited Sunnah books and setting
up their doctrines based on it.
In general, this research can recap the extent of their correspondence or
dissent with Sunnis in these sections through the following:
1- The majority of the Sayers, i.e.: Asha’ris, Matrades, they in general
correspond with the Sunnis concerning the fundamentals of doctrine, in
regards to Angels and Messengers, whereas some of them dissent the
offshoots of the matters.
2- The Mu’tazila and the Asha’ris dissent the Sunnis in concern with the
books regarding The Attribute of The Speech of The Almighty God, and
them approving The Creation of Th Holy Qur’an either directly or indirectly.
3- Dissenting the sayers concerning the matter of The Prodigies of The
Messengers through limiting the proofs of prophecy in just miracles
accompanied by a disapproval on the modality of it proving honesty of
prophet Muhammad peace be upon him.
And the research includes more detailed findings that are stated on Its
conclusion.
The research recommends studying the prophet Muhammed sayings
(Hadeeths) that the Sayers of their doctrine induced in their books



concerning the fundamentals of belief that have not been included within this
research which are: (Doomsday and Destiny).
