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Abstract

The research (Divisions & Types of Quranic Sciences) looks into Quranic
Sciences topics and explores matters that were deemed by some scholars to be worthy
of reviewing for reaffirmation or revision, by relying on the origins of Quranic
Sciences, including the types of Quranic Sciences topics which have been covered in
the books of origin with no clear structure depicting their catogories, levels and
relationships, which will be part of this research.

The Aim of the research is to introduce a general overview of Quranic Sciences
by establishing high-level grouping & classification of its divisions & types through
induction, the research is supplemented by diagrams, and identifies the relationships
between the divisions of Quranic Sciences and a revision of some of its topics.
