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ABSTRACT

This study entitled ‘Human Relations in Prophet Mohammed
4 and its Role in Building up Islamic Society (1-11 H/ 622 — 632AD)
is concerned with definition of the meaning of humanity, sources of
humanity, in addition to the importance of relationships of Prophet
Mohammed # in building up the Islamic society. To this aim, the
study has mainly tackled the historical studies of biography of
Prophet Mohammed #, his ethics and privileges in detail. On top of
this, as the researcher has not only tackled a separate topic
covering all human relationships in Prophet Mohammed # that
contributed to build-up of the Islamic society, there has been a need
for having such a study.
